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The District conducted a Condition Analysis of the condition of each of the comparison
group sites in relation 1o the BCS facilities with respect to each of the itemns identified in
Title 5, section 11969.3(c) of the California Code of Regulations. This Condition
Analysis appears on Exhibir A, page 2, and is incorporated herein by reference.

The District notes that the results of the reasonabls equivalence analysis is the same whether
the comparison group schools consist of Gardner, Loyola and Covington, or those three
schools as well as Almond and Santa Rita.

C. Avoidance of Disruption of Staff and Students

Education Code section 47614(b)} requires that the District not move a charter school
unnecessarily. The District’s offer of facilities achieves this end by not requinng BCS 10
move 1o a new location for the next school year and allowing BCS to continue operating
in iis current jocation for another school year.

D. Availabiiity

The above-deseribed facility will be made available to BCS by no later than August 12,
2009, which is seven days prior 10 the anticipated commencement of the school year.

E. Furniture and Equipment

Desks, chairs and whiteboards for 313 students will be provided as required by applicable
regulations. Furniture and equipment will be provided from existing District inventory.
The Distriet included review of the condition of furniture and equipment in the Condition
Analysis provided in Exhibit A, page 2. The District will retain ownership of all
furniture and equipment provided to BCS and will expect all furniture and equipment 10
be retwmned 1o the District at the end of the tenancy in the same condition as received,
reasonable wear and tear excepted. (Ed. Code § 47614(b).)

F. ADA Assumptions

The ADA assumptions used in the development of this facilities offer are a total of 313
K-6 in-District ADA for the 2009-2010 school year. The District’s December 1, 2008
letter containing its otyections to BCS’s projections is incorporated by reference herein.
The District notes that the above-described facilities allocation far exceeds iis obligation
as is measured by the District’s loading standard and is in fact sufficient to house BCS’s
entire projection of 313 in-District ADA well under that loading standard. The 16
teaching stations offered to BCS result in a loading standard of 19.5 ADA per teaching
station, which is far less than the District loading standard for corresponding grade levels.
Furthermore, the District, in determining BCS’s facilities allocation, utilized BCS’s full
assumed ADA projection. (See, Exhibit A) The District therefore has exceeded its
obligations in allocating facilities 10 BCS.
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G. Pro Rata Share and Payment Schedule

The District is entitled to charge BCS a pro-rata share of the District's facilities costs paid
from unrestricted general fund revennes. BCS’s pro-rata share for the 2009-2010 school
year will be no less than $28,337, payable to the District in ten instaliment payments,
commencing September 1, 2009 and ending June 1, 2010. The District will provide the
pro rata share for 2009-2010 in its final offer.

H. BCS's Location Preference

The District has considered BCS’s preference w be housed in the Gardner Site. The
District declines to house BCS at that site for the following reasons:

s The District opened the Gardner School as a District school during the 2008-2009
school year basad on the District’s envollment projections. This site does not have the
capacity fo house BCS’s in-District student enroliment, and is being used for the
Gardner School;

s Placing BCS at the Gardner Site would involve moving BCS. Since BCS has been
operating at its current site since the 2004-2005 school year, such a move would be
unnecessary. (Ed. Code § 47605(b).)

= In addition, none of the other comparison group schools have the capacity to absorb
BCS’s in-District student population.

1. Other Terms and Conditions

This offer of facilities, should it be accepted, is valid only for the 2005-2010 schoo! year
and may not be approved for allocation in fisture years. Should BCS wish o accept this
proposal, the District will require that BCS enter into a Facilities Use/Lease Agreement
with the District, in 2 form substantially similar to the form the parties agreed to for the
2008-2009 school year. A copy of the most current interim fonm of the 2008-2009
Agresment is attached.

The Board determined that this facilities offer at the Egan Camp School will provide BCS
students with faciliues that are reasonably equivalent to other District facilities housing
children in similar grade levels. The facilities offered will effectively provide BCS with
its own contiguons campus, standard classrooms, specialized instructionnl space, and
other facilities, all commensurate with District schools, as well as continuity in operation.

Under Title 5, section 11969.9(g) of the California Code of Regulations, BCS
“shall respond in writing to the school district’s preliminary proposal ... expressing any
concerns, addressing any differences between the preliminary proposal and the charter
school’s facilities request ... and/or making counter proposals™ no later than March 1,
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2009. The District wiil issue its final offer on April 1, 20609, consistent with Title 3,
section 11696.9(h) of the California Code of Regulations. If you have any questions,
please do not hesitate 10 contact me.

‘The Buinis Charver Schoo] Board of Directors voted Dec. 1 to defer the additien of a junior high school
pregram to no later thap fall 2010,

In Qctober, the charter school petitioned the Santa Clara County Board of Education o authorize a
seventh-grade program beginning in 2009 and received the county’s approval in November.

Charter school parents who opposed the expanded program introduced an online petition that garnered
77 signatures between Nov, 28 and Dec. 2. They presented the resuls at the Dec. | board meerting.

The petition stated concerns about the distribution of funding for the K-6 program if suventh- and
eighth-grade programs were added, the complications of running a middle school on tlic same campus
and issues about the current K-6 program. :

*We petition the board to take action on unresolved issues within the existing K-6 programs,” the
document stated, “including hiring science and math specialists and bringing a curticulum-basad

foreign language to all students {not just the lower grades), before moving forward with a middle
school proposal.” ‘

Approximately 10 minutes after the Town Crier attempted to conact parcats who signed the petition,
access ta the online list was withdrawn. Within a day, the petition was removed {fom the Interner.
Contacted parents either did not respond or declined to comment.

“I think there is a.group of parents concerned that opening a seventh and eighth grade will take
TeSources away from the K-6 program,” Board President Ken Moore said, “rescurces such as
administrative and reaching attention.”

The Dec. 1 meeting was the first time parents had ptibliély. o;'ip't)SEd ‘the proposal. The board, basedon -
results of a survey on the potential expansion, already. realized that approximaiely 50 percent of the
school’s parents had questions. o :

:;:Wc are still responding to those parents,” Moore said. “We are aware of them and waat to respond to
their needs.”
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Moaore said that many of the parents who signed the petition wanred to perfect the K-6 program before
extending it,

“Every parent’s defimition of ‘perfection’ in 2 school is slightly different,” Moore said. “There will be
some variance in people’s perception of that vision’s being realized.”

The Los Altos School District’s request not to begin the program in 2009 also influenced the
postponement decision, according to Moore. Under education law, the district is required to provide
adequate facilities for the charter school, which currently shares a portion of the Egan Junior High
School campus in Los Altos.

*“We bave an interest in werking with LASD trusiees to continue an ongoing dialogue,” Moore said.

The charter sehool will use the additional time to cooperate with the district to locate i permanent
facility.
